1. Kitchen area:

a. Install cement board for wall tile installation in stove and back splash of sink

i. Need: 2- 4’x 8’ dura rock cement board

ii. Need: 64 sq ft of wall tile, adhesive and grout

iii. Drywall screws

b. Install sink, drinking water line & kitchen counter top tile

i. Need: Faucet with install kit / hoses, caulking for flange

ii. Need: 2’ of  ½” plastic line to sink (we have faucet)

iii. Kitchen counter top tile we have---need tool that will cut tile on a round curve

iv. Need:  1-2” to 1.5” reducer—treaded on 1.5” to receive sink p-trap drain

v. Complete 2” drain line exterior with adding a clean out

c. Install a sediment filter for incoming 1.5” water line

i. 1-large sediment filter and 1.5” plumbing fittings to install

d. One propane stove—Approx cost for new in Mexico--$300 US

e. Install range hood

i. We have hood

ii. Need: 1-3/4” metal  romex connector, 2 yellow wire nuts, 1-2x6x4’long wood for backer board mount, 2.5” wood screws, 4-1.5” lags with washers to mount hood

f. Move refrig into place and install matching wood vent frame over compressor

i. We have the frame but will need to install the frame to adjoining cabinent and install blocking to attach frame to on other side

g. Need:  1-Large folding table for dining table

h. Paint back of cabinents facing the dining area

i. We have all paint and supplies

2. 5-Interior doors and 1-exterior door:

a. Install 3 passage and 2 lockset with common key along with 1 exterior lockset ( we have dead bolt)

i. Need:  3 passage and 2 lockset with common key along with 1 exterior lockset

ii. Need:  Tools to install and cut some holes in door for handle and latch

iii. Need:   Planner for fitting doors better

3. Bunk Beds:
a. Need:  6 bunk beds made of wood built to your specs and need all materials

4. 2 Bedrooms:
a. 2- 16’ x 19’ rooms

i. Need:  Floor tile, adhesive and grout

b. Attic access, approx. 2’ x 2’, needs to be headered out with 2x4’s and trimmed out with finished trim

i. Need:  8’ of finsh trim & finish nails, we have 2x4 and 16d’s

5. Bathrooms:
a. 2 ceiling powered exhaust vents installed

i. Need:  All---2 vents, flexible extension tubes, 2- double switch boxes, 30’ of 14/ 3 wire, & misc electrical parts

b. Ceilings—15’ x 31’--Check all drywall screws for proper depth and for quantity-we have screws, tape off ceiling, paint with primer, and texture spray

i. Need:  tape, (we have drywall compound—slow drying), sprayer & tools

c. Walls-- Need to complete installation of durarock & green board, tape, primer paint, & wall tile

i. Need:  Dividing wall needs to have plate attached to concrete with power nailer—we do not have

ii. Need:  4 sheets of durarock and 4 sheets of green board installed

iii. Need:  4tubes of caulking to seal up the cuts in the durarock from the plumbing repair

iv. Need:  Tape out all joints, (we have drywall compound—slow drying), sprayer & tools

v. Need:  2 existing windows and 2 doors need to have jambs, sills and header drywalled in and install corner bead.  We have drywall but need 8-8’ 90% normal drywall corner bead

vi. Need:  The 4 sinks need to have drainage lines completed.  We have most plumbing fittings but what is missing, a store in within 20 minutes.  Sink & cabinent areas need to be cleaned

vii. Need:  880 sq ft of wall tile, adhesive, grout

viii. Need:  4 shower trim kits with handles & shower head pipe and shower head

d. Floors

i. Need:  465 sq ft of floor tile, adhesive, grout

e. Toilets

i. Clean and install all 4—we have all including wax rings

f. Mirrors

i. We have one mirror for over cabinents—need another cheapy—Stanley model 812 approx 13” x 49” plastic frame mirror    Install both

6. Water:
a. Hotwater heater

i. Pour a 2’ x 2’ concrete pad

ii. Need a 50 gallon heater for propane and the plumbing to connect

b. Graywater:

i. Complete the 2” line that stubs out the building

ii. Need:  40’ of 2” line, all fittings

c. Drinking water:  Run a 1” line to septic tank area where the tower and drinking water tank will be located

i. Need:  70’ of 1” line plus couplings and fittings

ii. Tie into kitchen sink

d. Water for all complex

i. Need a very large sediment filter installed on the well line running to the storage tank—Note:  the sediment is so bad that it plugs all the toilets, showers, hot water tanks, ect

e. Pressure tank

Need gauges to check out if tank is bad or pressure sensor bad

i. Exterior:

f. Stucco--Complete 2 more coats of stucco

i. Need:  12 bags of concrete—we have tools & small mixer

g. Soffit

i. Complete wood soffit installation—will need to buy wood locally to fit

h. Well

i. Remove existing top and Install wood beams / walls over opening with center beam approx. 6” higher than outside beams and then install metal roofing.  Need all material—material house within 20 minutes and accept visa card

i. Fencing

i. 750 ‘ of approx 6 ft fence with one 16’ gate—need all

j. Septic

i. Need:  Form and pour a 9’ x 10’ cement roof,  6 bags cement, plywood to form
