Sistema para el desarrollo integral de la familia (DIF) regulates the quality of life provided to the children, and places orphaned, endangered or displaced children in the Casa Hogar. However, the government does not support the Casa Hogar financially. The burden of feeding, clothing, educating and caring for the children is left to the ingenuity of the individual Casa. </p>

<p>They are wholly dependent on the charitable giving of individuals, organizations and Churches. Each month the casa directors wage an endless battle to supply the needs of their children. Nearly all Casa Hogar are faith based civil associations that try to bring love and hope to the children. </p>

<p>With time and resources at a premium, the chance for the children to gain the experiences and life-skills most people share are very limited. Some excellent organizations are reaching across the border to try and assist in meeting individual Casa Hogar consumable monthly needs. They are providing much needed products such as food, clothing, health supplies, household items and administrative office needs. Genesis has focused its activities on providing life-long changes to the children through educational enrichments and life-skills. These experiences are similar to what families try to provide their own children. Experiences to help them learn and grow into productive, caring members of society. </p>

<p><font size="2" face="Arial"><strong>Establishment:</strong> Connections to both DIF and SEP (Mexico's social service and education departments) and orphanage directors by 1998 lead to the ability to work more closely with the children and build essential relationships. </font></p>

<p><font size="2" face="Arial"><strong>Development:</strong> By 2000, Genesis had created a presence in the United States and Mexico, had an office in Ensenada, Baja Norte with two full-time staff for Mexican operations, and had shifted its emphasis to fill the much needed niche of educational enrichments. Genesis also solidified its Board of Directors and Advisory Council. The experience and passion of these individuals will guide Genesis through its continuing growth.</font></p>

<p><font size="2" face="Arial"><strong>Expansion:</strong> Having served thousands of orphanage children and volunteers over the years, 2006 sees Genesis taking on the need for a wider system approach to effect the lives of the orphanage children of Baja. This community shaped the lives of both brothers and laid their personal patterns of care and giving to others. In addition, they were surrounded by a large and loving extended family, agriculture and wide-open spaces. There were constant opportunities to explore and discover nature while using their imagination. Learning about hard work and responsibility on their grandfathers' farms (along with valuable lessons stemming from such things as running into electric fences while chasing each other) has provided the foundation to serve others. <br /><br /><br /></font><font size="2" face="Arial">As brothers often do, Ken and Greg went in different directions in their adulthood, each gaining a variety of experiences. Greg headed for California with his love for the sea while Ken remained in Ohio as a teacher. However, life brought them back together in California when Ken's wife was offered a position there with a software developer. Thus, years later, Ken and Greg combined their complimentary strengths with the shared community lessons of their upbringing. Their shared explorations of Baja transformed their original plans from individual business-related adventures to Service and Mission Adventures for Baja's impoverished and displaced children. Through God's plan instead of their own, they were led to establish Genesis International Orphanage Foundation (formerly known as Genesis Expeditions) and GenesisDiez, A.C. <font size="2" face="Arial"><font size="2" face="Arial">On a planned month-long excursion deep into Baja to locate remote sites hours away from human habitation, they came upon an isolated beautiful crescent beach. The only access to the beach was a long steep sand hill. They tested the sand and found it to be packed. Therefore, they felt they could proceed to the beach. Little did they know... there had been an early rain that had created a thick crust over the top of the loose sand. They arrived at the beach with no problem, since it was all down hill. After spending time on the beach checking out the possibilities for snorkeling, tidepooling, and ecological sensitivity, it was time to go. Or so they thought. Upon trying to pull away from the beach, their tires broke through the crust and dug themselves in. After some time (which included letting air out of the tires, digging ramps, packing sand with seawater, and cutting up carpets for traction), they came to the conclusion that they would soon be in trouble. The tide was rapidly approaching their truck. A decision was necessary. It was impossible to back out the way they came. The only hope rested in making a large slow arc on the beach towards the rising tide in order to reach a dry alluvial plain some 50 yards to the right. So, they completely unloaded the truck of it's 2000 pounds of gear. Ken hopped into the drivers seat, decided on four wheel high gear, and Greg started pushing. Any interruption in forward momentum would mean immediate immersion in the ocean. <br /><br /><br /></font><font size="2" face="Arial">They made it to the alluvial plain just as the water started washing their tracks from the sand. They now faced the hill. They again repositioned the truck and built a ramp for a smooth transition to the angle of the hill. They would only have one chance, as the tide was now approaching the edge of the alluvial plain. Again, Ken got behind the drivers wheel and kept it in four-wheel high as he backed to the approaching edge of the water. Greg took up position behind the truck and on the count of three, Greg started pushing as Ken quickly accelerated trying not to loose traction. Upon hitting the ramp, the truck began it's ascent, fishtailing and jumping until Ken felt the tires starting to dig in. At the point where he thought the truck could no longer go forward it suddenly lurched into the air and accelerated even more swiftly up the hill. It was as if a large hand had pushed it from the back the last 100 yards. <br /><br /><br /></font><font size="2" face="Arial">At the top Ken staggered out and looked down at Greg's small image against the water. How is it possible that at the time of the greatest need there was immediate help? Both Greg and Ken ran to meet at that point on the hill. As they looked around they realized that out of all the areas on the hill, their tires had gripped a sand covered flat rock about the size of the truck. They could not believe it. They looked at each other and thought the hand of God had been there with them. As the sun was now setting they started to carry the 2000 pounds of equipment up the 200 yards of sand hill. Many trips later, and completely exhausted, they sat by the edge of the truck and looked back at the small crescent bay illuminated by the light of the full moon. This experienced-based (Experiential) education is the direct application of scholastic and spiritual learning in a real world environment. It is one thing to read about the atomic structure of ice or a tidal eco system, it is another to play in a field of snow or to feel an anemone close its swaying tentacles around your finger. Genesis supplies the experiences that are normally done by families to open children's eyes and minds to what they learn in school as well as what they learn about themselves. Orphaned children live in a world of few options, emotional insecurity and limited opportunity.</font></p>

Further, in order to foster long-term improvement, Genesis works to include Orphanage staff development as an integral part of our commitment to creating value-added resources for the Orphanage system. Building children's conviction about their own self-worth takes time as each child comes into the orphanage system with negative baggage. Positive re-enforcement comes through positive experiences provided by staff and volunteers. This &quot;team&quot; approach develops values, individual potential, and a strong self-image (self-respect, self-confidence, and self-esteem) that each child can then carry with them throughout life. <br /></font></p>

This program is designed to give Genesis the opportunity to continue building positive relationships with the ni&ntilde;os and orphanage staff, while delivering a program that promotes morals/values through literacy and the arts. <strong>Story Time</strong> is targeted for ni&ntilde;os from 5-12 years and runs 3-4 hours in length. The program is created with mobility so Genesis is able to run a <strong>Story Time</strong> at various locations: orphanages, parks, or Rancho Genesis Camp. Although <strong>Story Time</strong> typically operates on a Saturday, Genesis is flexible to meet the needs of the orphanages and will run the program, on alternative days if needed.<br /><br />Designed around a central theme, there are four main components to the structure of <strong>Story Time</strong>: literacy, arts (crafts, music, and drama), co-operative games and a snack time. Genesis supports the theory that children learn in different ways and that each child needs the opportunity to discover their individual strengths.&nbsp; <br /><br />During 2005-2006, <strong>Story Time</strong> was designed around the central theme of values. Using fables, allegories, poems, and quotes from the book, El libro de Los Valores, each session focuses on a specific value (honesty, friendship, respect, thankfulness). The activities reinforce the specific value, as well as promote self worth, life skills, healthy relationships, creative thinking, and problem solving.</font></font>

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	<p><font size="2" face="Verdana">During the fall and winter programs, Genesis plans several <strong>Field Trips</strong>. These days are one day events. The destinations vary depending on the time of year, the age of the ni&ntilde;os, as well as the input from the staff of the Casa Hogar. Some of the past&nbsp;<strong>Field Trips</strong>&nbsp;have included: programs at local museums, tours and hands on activities at the Tijuana Culture Centre, IMAX movies, theatre performances, hikes/rock climbing, and trips to local tourist attractions (La Bufadora). Along with the scheduled program, the ninos eat at a local taco stand/restaurant or have a picnic lunch.&nbsp;Genesis recognizes that these events are often not possible for the orphanages because of the additional costs for transportation and entrance fees. Genesis understands the value of giving the ni&ntilde;os opportunities to experience the Arts, have an awareness of Mexican culture &amp; history, participate in a variety of athletic activities, as well as learn skills for different social situations.</font></p>

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	<p>Every Genesis program is customized to fit the needs of your group and the casa hogar children (ni&ntilde;os/ni&ntilde;as). As we build a relationship with you prior to your trip, a Genesis representative will work hand-in-hand with you to plan an experience that will meet your goals. Typically, your days will be divided between physical labor, on-site activities, off-site adventures, relational events, and personal reflection.</p>

<p>Construction adds a holistic approach to our programs. We are well aware of the needs of the Casas Hogar. Since our service priority is the children, we intentionally limit physical and/or indirect support to approximately 40% of our time (although it can be over 50% of the budget). Among the needs of any Casa Hogar, we could mention improvements such as new construction, maintenance, remodeling, or repair. Since the vast majority of visiting service groups concentrate on these indirect benefits to the children, Genesis decided to focus on helping the children directly through our educationally related activities. However, the need of each Casa Hogar for the continuation of this more traditional type of help constantly involves us in this much-needed service.</p>

<p>On the site, we work with educational and enrichment activities. We have to consider the quantity of children, their ages (generally they are the younger children) and, in some cases, if the majority are boys or girls. Also, for outdoor activities, we must anticipate the possible weather and alternatives as well as the routine activities and responsibilities each child holds at the orphanage. All activities are planned to support a child's personal growth. You reawaken, inspire and help cultivate creativity and self-expression in activities shared with the children. You help them discover strengths inside themselves that they enjoy. Whether it is in art, drama, music, culture, science, recreation, VBS, sports, life-skills, or any number of other enrichments, the overall purpose remains to stimulate each child's curiosity, development, imagination, potential and self-image.</p>

<p>Off the site, all field trips concentrate on allowing a progression of experiences for the children. In general, older children are chosen since these field trips require more control and maturity. Baja is a land of extremes. Deserts, pine-crested mountains, and semi-tropical climates contrast against the deep aqua colors of the seas. As you explore this land of wonder outside the confines of the orphanage, these off-site adventures provide an inside vision of Baja that will change you and the orphanage children forever. This is a great opportunity to learn and share while discovering some of the most biologically diverse lands and waters of the world. We know the budget of a Casa Hogar does not allow these extra activities. Through these field trips, we offer the children opportunities to know their community better, have wider recreational experiences, explore history and the arts, learn acceptable behavior in public, appreciate the environment, understand greater job possibilities, share a cross-cultural relationship and see that their spirituality is integral with real life.</p>

<p>If off-site or on-site, we always keep in mind the safety of the children and our reputation no matter what we do for an activity. Inventory control is essential in order to run economically from activity to activity. Each activity has a list of all the material to be used. There are materials which can be effectively recycled, those that are not completely consumed, toys and games that are meant to last indefinitely, and other cases where care and proper collection will significantly reduce costs. It is important to be conscious of the expense that each activity represents and plan activities in which material can be saved and used adequately. Therefore, at the end of each activity, there should be a routine for cleaning up, washing the work area, picking up the remnants of materials, and storing materials for their next use. Making friends is an element that is imbedded in everything we do. Building, maintaining and nurturing trusting relationships and positive role models is essential to continued personal growth. Ultimately, changing the lives of the children in a positive, loving, encouraging and spiritual environment is the result. So, relational events foster group, interpersonal and team building skills. In addition, Genesis programs give you and your group time for contemplation, sharing, growth, and solitude as you reflect on each day's adventures with the orphanage children.</p>

<p>Church Missions are a strong bonding experience while you serve as Christian examples to the Mexican children who join you on your adventures. You may add Vacation Bible School and Sports Ministries as well as other selected Christian activities to help mold the minds of tomorrow to reflect God's love and creative power. Additionally, your customized program allows time for music, worship and devotional activities within your group.</p>

<p>Add-on Excursions - Although we are not a tour company, we believe that these excursions enhance your experience to allow you to explore the magnificent culture and attractions of Baja. These side trips are meant to be shared within your group. They are a minor part of your time spent with us, but a major chance to extend memories.</p>

<p>In addition to the experiences you will receive from our custom programs, Genesis allows special &quot;add-on&quot; excursions and accommodation upgrades. Some excursions can include children while others (like a winery tour, an evening of dining or shopping excursions) will be better for adults.</p>

<p>With the broad range of activities, events and festivals throughout Baja, there is always something extra to make your adventure that much more memorable. However, after the tan has faded and the pictures are put away, we want you to have more than just memories. Even the most perfect vacation can leave you feeling empty. With Genesis, you would have done something lasting for others. You would have given the children memories instead of only creating your own. You would have made a real difference in the life of a child that otherwise would have never had such an opportunity.</p>

<p>This unique region is one of the most interesting and diverse geographical areas of the world and is still very much a frontier. The peninsula is home to some of the earth's most beautiful deserts, along with semi-tropical and mountainous regions, pine forests, and hundreds of miles of untouched beaches and coastline. The inhabitants of Baja have a rich history dating back thousands of years. The majestic ruggedness of Baja has shaped it's people, providing a cultural heritage of vibrant beauty, color and energy. </p>

<p>Since Spanish explorers landed in 1534, Baja California has been an enigma for the entire world. Shunned by much of the colonial efforts as desolate, inhospitable, barren, and harsh, Baja was home to a thriving indigenous population. Over the next few hundred years the indigenous population was largely eradicated and only a handful of their descendants exist today. Only in this century has the world come to appreciate the immense variety of climates, plant and animal life these first inhabitants enjoyed. </p>

<p>Baja is home to over 3,000 species and subspecies of plant life, and over 400 species of animals. Due to the unique geological makeup of Baja the surrounding waters are noted for being the most biodiverse on the planet. Sea Turtles, Giant Rays, Whales, Marlin, Hammerhead Sharks and the rare Whale Shark all frequent the warm waters of Baja. The wild elements of Baja are a fascination for the resident and traveler alike. It takes little time or effort to leave the modern civilized world and become immersed in the raw nature of Baja. The Baja of today is very different than the Baja of even ten years ago. It is punctuated with wide-open spaces, modern incursion and traditional hospitality, that is being tested each day. With the establishment of the trans-peninsular highway, modern services and markets have opened across Baja. The thriving border zones and agricultural valleys have given Baja an ever increasing economy that draws people from all over Mexico. NAFTA, which has opened market change in Mexico since its start in 1994, has increased maquiladora employment that, in turn, has also drawn large numbers of young people north to Baja and border regions. This shift in demographics has had a huge impact on social issues, infrastructures, and has increased a multitude of difficulties for the children of Baja. Affordable higher technologies, educational reform, regional inequalities, and other new impacts must be addressed. </p>

<p>Currently, Mexico is making a low investment in human capital and technology due to increased spending on debt service, which creates a long-term problem in a knowledge-based global economy. However, Baja is now so closely aligned with the United States through population and economy that it has become a &quot;domestic&quot; issue for both countries. Shared environmental concerns (water quality, runoff, ocean pollutants, smog, air particulates, ground water reserves, waste management, etc.), immigration, and technology will be decided during this next decade. Mexico, in total, is made up of approximately 103 million people with average earnings of $3,320 dollars as compared to the United States of 273 million earning an average of $26,980. Out of these statistics, 40% of Mexico's population earn less than two dollars a day. This creates unstable elements such as migration and poverty that are compounded by natural disasters such as drought. Mexico's GNP per capita is less than one seventh of the U.S., yet its population is growing twice as fast. </p>

<p>Many sources state that half the population of Tijuana is currently under the age of 18 years old. This is obvious as you cross the border and see children begging, living on the streets and working although they are only at an elementary age. SEP (Secretaria de Educacion Publica), which is Mexico's education department, is overwhelmed, under staffed, and can't even keep up enough school facilities to ease the burden in Tijuana much less deal with the children in orphanages. Less than 50% are educated beyond the ninth grade. Of the ones that continue their education, 16% will complete their secondary education. These changing markets, politics, and social values have created scrutiny on Mexico's need to meet the challenges of the 21st century by improving its educational shortages. Baja's future is significant to ours. We have a shared destiny.</p>

The whole experience is based on Matthew 25:34-40. This is a cross-cultural environment that includes both physical and spiritual labor. The Church Mission experience may typically include some construction or infrastructure need, Vacation Bible school activities, some form of sports ministry, and evening group spiritual activities that are conducted with the integration of &quot;family time&quot;. </p>

<p><br />&nbsp;The difference a Service Adventure brings is not necessarily in spiritual content or type of program (although for our non-faith based groups spiritual content is flexible). It is the fact that Service Adventures are not run to primarily facilitate a spiritual learning environment for a visiting Church group. Instead, they are set up to best serve the enhanced educational needs of the Mexican children. Thus, they can be more flexible in content, activities, and enhancements. They can also include more mature &quot;add-on&quot; excursions, further travel, as well as upgraded accommodations and food. </p>
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	<p>&nbsp; As a ministry of your Church, your schedule on a Church Mission program will be very busy. Time for reflection and spiritual enhancement punctuates days of construction and giving to others. </p>

The first group would conduct environment improvements through construction, and maintenance-repair projects. All projects focus on direct benefits to the orphanage and children such as playgrounds, computer labs and study areas. Church Mission trips are normally located at or near an orphanage or shelter in multi-person tents or other local accommodations. Some dormitories are available at certain locations. The accommodations for Service Adventures depend on the adventure you select. In either case, backpacking groups of course would stay in group tents. Other adventures offer a range of hotel and home-stay opportunities. Fees for accommodations will vary according to each groups desires. Most hotel accommodations are set for double occupancy. Single supplements can be arranged.</p>
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	<p>The Baja climate is moderate with warm days and cool nights most of the year. A complete confirmation packet is sent to you upon signing up for one of our programs. A packing list, first-aid reminders and needed forms will be included and will reflect the type of program as well as the season. An overview can be found on the Genesis Program Forms page. </p>
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	<p>Although some of Baja's public water supply is safe for consumption, there is still the possibility of contaminants. Purified water is readily available in most places. Established tourist restaurant water, vegetables and ice are normally trustworthy. Simple tips: Don't let water from the shower in your mouth. Dry the edge of any cans or containers stored in ice or that are wet. Use only bottled water when brushing your teeth. Eat and drink only at approved local sites. Ask if in doubt. </p>
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	<p>Yes. All meals at the program site will be prepared with strict attention to quality, freshness and cleanliness. All vegetables and uncooked foods are washed in purified water and safe for consumption. When buying food in town, the group leaders will direct participants to approved establishments. Most food in the region is safe. Always check with a group leader before purchasing food from questionable sources. </p>
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	<p>Genesis provides English-speaking guides who will make sure your journey is smooth and pleasurable. Where appropriate, Genesis provides handouts of useful English and Spanish terms and phrases depending on the task/activity being performed. A shared experience working together overcomes many barriers to communication. Additionally, you will find a great deal can be communicated with a warm smile, handshake and simple gestures. </p>

	<p>As with any outdoor adventure there is always some risk. Genesis holds very strictly to safety standards. A little prevention and common sense can avoid most illness or injury. In case of illness or emergency, Genesis staff are trained in first aid and leaders are WFR (Wilderness First Responder) certified. Genesis keeps a well-stocked first aid kit on location for most problems.<br /><br />Keep in mind that the most common illnesses that people encounter on programs such as this can be solved by drinking water. Lots of water! Dehydration is the most frequent health problem we experience. Dehydration will cause dizziness, fatigue, headaches, sore throats and a variety of other symptoms that can easily be avoided. Medical professionals recommend a liter or 8 cups of water each day. Soft Drinks do not count. Anytime you think about it, take a sip of water. Do your part to make sure you have a pleasant and healthy Genesis experience: Drink water.<br /><br />In the event of serious illness or injury, our preference is to have program participants taken back to the U.S. if practical. However, under more remote conditions, there is more risk involved due to time constraints. Each person, as they decide on programs must balance the risk they are willing to take as it applies to their health. Genesis knows the best clinics and hospitals in the area and has access to life flight helicopters back to the states. Very few medical facilities accept American insurance. Have a credit card ready. Once the emergency is stabilized you will need to call your insurance company to report the incident. The facility will supply a detailed breakdown of the services rendered in your &quot;emergency&quot; so you may submit the bill to your insurance carrier when you return home. All receipts will be in Spanish. </p>
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	<p>Each group will have a designated emergency contact person. Genesis can be reached through our offices in San Diego or Ensenada. We are in cellular communication and will be calling throughout the week to check for messages or to relay messages of our own. We also send you a site profile sheet with important numbers and contact information prior to your trip. </p>
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	<p>No. But it would be good to be up to date on your tetanus shot. </p>
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	<p>Participants younger than 18 years need a notarized authorization from both their parents to enter Mexico. Legally, any Adult staying in Mexico longer than 48 hours requires a Passport or certified birth certificate. 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	<p>Funding is similar between the homes but varies greatly in stability and on-going networks of help. The currently open and operating Casa Hogar of Baja receive no government funding and must rely on private, parochial and public support. Therefore, they are wholly dependent on the charitable giving of individuals, organizations and Churches. Each month the casa directors wage an endless battle to supply the needs of their children. <br /></p>

<p>Nearly all Casa-Hogar are faith based civil associations that try to bring love and hope to the children. Churches and individuals are the main contributors but, as the system in Mexico slowly and painfully becomes more efficient and organized, corporations are starting to be tapped for support. Still, every year we watch homes shut down. When this happens, children loose their continuity again and are relocated to other homes and, if overcrowding is too bad and/or financial resources are too scarce, the younger children effectively prevent older children from staying. There are no other alternatives to this independent system in Mexico because, again, there is simply not enough money in Mexico's family social service agency, DIF. In conclusion, they all must consistently ask and pray for help while depending on the strength of their management to maintain network support. Genesis feels that staff development is essential to establish consistency for the children and stability for the orphanage. </p>

<p>The locations of the orphanages create quite a difference in atmosphere and environment. The homes may be situated within cities, outside major population areas and in remote rural locations. Accessibility from the border differs greatly and the problems to solve, ability to visit, needs of the home and interaction with the children is influenced by their location. Many have no well managed structure due, in part, to having been started as simply a family reaching out to help the children in need within their community. Others are larger, well managed, staffed with volunteer help and/or paid staff. In some cases, staff members work for shelter and food. Even the larger homes must constantly find renewed support to continue day-to-day operations. As you can see on the maps, most Orphanages are in Baja California (North) due to population density and the border economy that draws young people away from more traditional settings. This is also where the greatest disruption to Mexico's family culture takes place. The great influx of migration from other locations creates new pressures that Mexico is just now starting to address. </p>
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	<p>The children at these Casas Hogar come from the street, are dropped off by parents that can not feed them, are taken from abusive situations, are homeless due to abandonment or parental death, or are disabled without the families ability to support them. Therefore, the children in these homes are mostly not adoptable due to either their unknown parental status or known family problems. These children end up with little or no traditional family. Genesis wants to help reverse these negative cycles and give each child a chance for increased self-image. We want to be a part of the solution for these generations that will also, by proximity, affect our own future. </p>
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	<p>No two are alike. Each is unique in its mix of type, size, location, accessibility, funding, management, supervision and Church affiliation. Genesis understands these differences so we can be more efficient at directing our education and enrichment efforts, act as a conduit of information, guide resources and direct your giving. In a well run orphanage that is striving to meet these needs, it takes about $3,000 dollars per child per year to minimally manage their home. Since many run under this figure, the higher order needs are often neglected. Unfortunately, these are the ones that will follow the child through out his life. <br /></p>
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	<p>With time and resources at a premium, the chance for the children to gain the experiences and life-skills most people share are very limited. Some excellent organizations are reaching across the border to try and assist in meeting individual Casa Hogar consumable monthly needs. They are providing much needed products such as food, clothing, health supplies, household items and administrative office needs. Genesis has focused its activities on providing life-long changes to the children through educational enrichments, building relationships, cross-cultural understanding, orphanage staff development and life-skills. These experiences are similar to what families try to provide their own children. Experiences to help them learn and grow into productive, caring members of society. </p>
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	<p>Without any immediate family support, these children must still face the options available to any other young adult. They may have to enter the work force or, if fortunate, be able to attend a trade school, university, college, or a technological institution. As they are anywhere, their options are limited by their family (orphanage) resources, knowledge, exposure they have had to life-skills and increased self-image. Unlike a supportive family background, however, there is often little chance that they are able to stay and commute to school and/or a job until they are better able to support themselves or have finished their education. This puts an additional hardship on many of these young people through no fault of their own, or even the orphanages. Some Casas Hogar have established houses as extensions of support for their young adults. These homes away from home provide encouragement and care. They are few and far between and stretch the financial resources of each orphanage. </p>
